4) Placeid.xls (geography identifier file)- provides descriptive information on the places used in SOCDS; includes a place identifier (stplac) that is a link to the place data files.

5) Msanecmaid.xls (geography identifier file) - provides descriptive information on the MSAs used in SOCDS; includes a MSA identifier that is a link to the MSA data files.

6) Cbsaid.xls (geography identifier file)- provides descriptive information on the CBSAs used in SOCDS; includes a CBSA identifier that is a link to the CBSA data files.
